Psychopharmacology Review

Genetics and Genomics in Psychiatry

environmental factors related to serotonin, folate and vitamin D. 4. Interpret cytochrome P450 genetic differences for 

drug efficacy and safety in treating psychiatric disorders.

(e.g., benzodiazepines), and anticholinergic-antihistamine agents. 3. Recommend strategies for minimizing polyphar-
macy using case-based approaches. 4. Describe situations when combination therapy may be appropriate for a spe-
cific psychiatric disorder or patient.
